Fire is unpredictable - leave as soon as possible!
+ Communications can fail — you may not get an alert.

+ Escape routes can quickly become blocked.

 Local Firewise recognized communities: Prospect Heights, Highland, Las
Cumbres, Riva Ridge, Ellen Roads, Marty Road, Sunset Ridge Road, Forest Lakes and
more




Six Steps to become a Firewise Community

. Form a board/committee (or existing Road Association group) comprised of
proactive residents and other community stakeholders.

. Collaborate on a Community Risk Assessment with your local Fire Dept or
CALFIRE

. Host a minimum of one wildfire risk reduction educational event, or
related activity (example: Wildfire Evacuation Preparedness Workshop)

. Develop a multi-year action plan based on your site’s Risk Assessment

. Meet the minimum wildfire risk reduction investment (1 hr or
$28/household)

. Create and Submit your Firewise USA application through their portal
